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ADMISSION PROCEDURE

ADMISSIONS ARE MADE TO VI-IX & XI CLASSES

Registrations for new admissions generally begin on
October/November every year (Registration can be done
through School's Website). The registration-cum-
admission form (find enclosed with this prospectus) duly
filled must be submitted at the school counter before
the last date of registration. Preference in admission will
be given to a candidate excelling in Entrance Test.
Entrance Test is held on third Sunday of February/March
(see cover page). The syllabus and blue print for the
same can be obtained from the school office at the time
of registration.

% Candidates shall have to undergo a personal
interview in addition to the Entrance Test on the
same day. The admission will be made on the basis
of the marks obtained in both. Parents will be
required to submit proper Medical fitness certificate
of their ward. If symptoms of persistent health
problem are noticed at any stage after admission, it
will be cancelled.

s A copy of birth certificate, Aadhar Card, School
Leaving Certificate and attested copies of the Detail
Marks Card, photocopy of parents Aadhar Card
must be attached with the admission/ registration
form.

SESSION:

The academic session commences in the first week of
April and lasts till the 31 of March every year.
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Applications for switching to day-schooling by
resident students are not entertained during mid-
session.

The boarders are not allowed to go home except
during the holidays mentioned in the school
calendar.

Parents and guardians can meet their wards on the
last Sunday of every month from 10:00 am to 2:00
pm. No other person except those two whose
identification as parents/guardians match the school
records, shall be allowed to meet the respective
wards.

Talking to the children on school phones shall be
permitted only on Sunday between 7:00 a.m. to 12:00
noon. Calling on phone at a time other than that will
only cause disappointment. Mobile phone is not
allowed in school premises.

Parents/Guardians must not send any requests for
granting leave to their wards to attend every festival
or celebration of various kinds as such requests are
not entertained.

Parents/Guardians must contact the authorities
before meeting their wards. They must not, in any
case, try to enter the dormitories.

Parents are requested not to give any kind of
eatables, cash or valuables like jewellery, electronic
items etc. to their wards.

Parents should keep an eye on their ward's personal
account and if need be felt, additional money Rs.
6000 should be deposited into it.

No leave and other facility will be sanctioned to the
students for joining any short term courses/classes/
tests conducted by external/private agencies.
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Fees are charged periodically, not monthly. (See
Page No. 19)

Second and third installment must be deposited
between 1-10 August and 1-10 of December
respectively, failing which a late payment charge @
%100 per day upto the 20th date will be levied. The
student's admission will automatically be deemed
as cancelled In case of non payment of fees by the
20th. In such case, a special fee of ¥2000 will be
charged along with all the dues for re-admission.

FEES : SOME POINTS TO NOTE

If a student desires to leave the school after the
commencement of a term, the amount already
deposited is non-refundable in any case. Only the
security and the personal balance can be
withdrawn. In case of non-payment of dues after
the commencement of the term, the school
leaving certificate of the candidate shall be
withheld, and issued only after the clearance of all
the dues.

A student's security amount and the balance from
his personal account, if any, is liable to be refunded
one month after leaving the school.

Renewable Fee (first term fee) of the students
already on rolls must be deposited by 10" of
February.
